At its core, this wine is comprised of
Lynmar’s three Russian River Valley vineyards— Quail Hill,
Susanna’s and Adam’s— along with neighboring properties
that share our same viticultural philosophies. A brilliant
rose color in the glass, this wine exudes juicy aromatics of
baked strawberry, dragon fruit and cherry cola. A focused
but generous entry on the palate leads way to tastes of cherry
juice, ripe red plum and baking spice culminating in lively
